
CLUB NIGHT INFORMATION AND RULES 
2010/2011 SEASON 

 
 

- Club Night will start at 6.45pm sharp. 
 

- Timekeepers will need to be in place by 6.40pm. 
 

- If you wish for your child to swim at club night, it is preferred to have 
nominations lodged electronically via the club’s website.  Paper 
nominations can still be placed in the box.  Nomination cut off time is 
6pm Monday.  No Nomination No Swim. 
 

- All swimmers will be expected to go straight to marshalling once their 
event is called.  Marshalling will be near the bulkhead where the 
chairs are set up on pool deck.  Children will wait for their name to be 
called before sitting. 
 

- Swimmers times will be displayed on time boards by timekeepers 
after their swim. 
 

- Swimmers weekly club times will be available on the Albany Creek 
Swim Club website.   The website is www.albanycreekswim.com 
 

- Swimmers Points tally will be displayed on the Albany Creek Swim 
Club website. 
 

- Points are awarded for special events.  The points allocated for 
Special Events are not counted towards Age Group Champion. 
 

- Points will start from the first week using times carried over from last 
season. 
 



- Swimmers whom swim 12 ½ metres will swim to a rope across the 
pool.  There will be no times/points for these events.  No butterfly will 
be swum for this event.  
 

- Swimmers whom swim 25m have to swim unassisted. 
 

-  12 ½m, 25m and 50m events will be swum every week 
 

- 25m and above will all be timed and awarded points. 
 

- Special Events will be held at the end of every club night. 
 
It is vital that we start Club Night at 6.45pm to ensure we finish 
by 8.30pm.  We will start calling swimmers for the first events at 
6.40pm. 
 
It is also critical we have volunteers for timekeeping.  If we do 
not have enough timekeepers club night will not go ahead.
